2. Scenic spots (such as valleys, mountains,
scenic rivers, falls, lakes, caves, natural (rock) bridges,
ete.)

3. Any sites not included above, but which have
general or unusual interest.

I am especially interested in obtaining infor-
mat ion on obscure, as well as prominent, sites. It would be
greatly appreciated, also, if you could give the exact, or
the approximate, distsnce of the sites from the nearest im-
portant town.
